T

his period correspo
nds to the B

elle 
E

poque, the golden age, and A
rt N

ouveau peaked at the turn of the 
century.
T

he artists of the A
rt N

ouveau m
ovem

ent w
anted to abolish the dis-

tinction betw
een $m

ajor%
 and $m

inor%
 arts. T

hey hoped that their 
w

orks could com
bine all art form

s and aim
ed to im

prove everyday sur-
roundings.
